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•  Dogs have 42 teeth as adults. Most adult cats have 30. (People 

typically have 32 permanent teeth.)  

•  Sometimes pets end up with extra teeth and need veterinary 
help, when baby teeth don’ t fall out or when too many adult 
teeth come in.  

•  Human mouths have way more “microbial flora”  (aka germs) 
than pet’s mouths do.  

•  Pets rarely get cavities because they don’ t eat sweets and their 
jaws and tooth surfaces are different from ours.  

•  Professional pet dental care includes cleaning, exams and x-
rays just like what human dentists do. �
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Dental cleanings performed during February will receive a 10% discount on 

the anesthesia, dental exam & cleaning, x-rays and extractions. 
Limited to one discount per patient. 
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 Because pets often show subtle signs of mouth pain that can easily be overlooked in the 
daily hubbub of life (eating slowly, sleeping more, being crabby, pawing at the face), 
it’s crucial that we do everything we can to prevent dental problems in the first place or 
to find and fix them at the earliest stage.  

  Dental care for pets isn’ t just about bad breath. The truth is that what goes on in the mouth plays a huge 
role in pets’  overall health and longevity. Dogs and cats who receive consistent dental care throughout their 
lives feel better and live longer – in some cases by years.  

  That’s why pets of all ages, sizes and breeds need routine dental care, including brushing teeth at home 
and professional cleanings and exams by our veterinary team. Our combined efforts can prevent a number 
of dental problems or address them before they get any worse.  

  Left unchecked, dental disease that begins as a little redness here and a little tartar there can result in:  
• Local pain in the mouth and jaw  
• Infections that damage gums, teeth and bone  
• Abscesses that require emergency treatment  
• Chronic infection and inflammation that leads to heart, kidney, liver and lung problems  

So, when we talk about dental health and remind you about what’s needed, we do so because we know 
your pet’s comfort and health depend on it.  
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During the month of February, Equine dental services will be discounted 10%. This includes the dental and 

farm call. No discount will be applied to medications (including sedatives), supplies and/or radiographs. 
As an added bonus in addition to the above discount, the hospital call will be waived and dental radiographs 

will be discounted 10% when Equine dental work is done at the clinic during the month of February.
